The adults will be supping on a KU DE TA-style Easter feast, featuring  the likes of herb 
crumbed quail egg; crispy Moroccan duck bisteeya with parsnip purée, shallots and Pedro 
Ximenez & dried plum glaze; slow roast lamb shank roulade with caramelised pumpkin 
purée, thyme spatzle, broad beans and confit garlic jus; and Easter raspberry trifle with 
vanilla mascarpone, lemon curd, lemongrass and milk chocolate mousse. And this is just a 
sample of the full menu created for the day.
